Question

Classic use

Actions happening at the
moment of speaking

I am going to bed.
She is writting a letter.

Temporary situations
I am living in Morocco for three months.
We are having exams these days.



Classic use

Repeated situations (used with
always, constantly…)

This guy is still talking about the movie.
His friend is constantly taking the boxes
people leave outside.

Future plans or arrangements
We are going to Fes next week.
My brother is taking the plane to Libreville
this evening.



Other situations

Emphasizing ongoing actions
Hé lé na is working on her thesis.
They are studying for their
exams

Something which is changing or
developing

The weather is getting colder this month.
Your English is improving impressively
